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Instruction for authors of Taxonomy publication series of Research Papers of Wrocław University of Economics (scientific editors: Krzysztof Jajuga, Marek Walesiak)

1. The length of the paper should not exceed eight A4 (ISO 216) pages (including literature) that conform to the following requirements:

· font: Times New Roman, 12pt, 1.5 line spacing,

· margins: left 2 cm, right 3.5 cm, top and bottom 2.5 cm,

· indentation: 0.5 cm,

· figures and tables ought to be as close to the referencing text as possible, and captioned by title and source information,

· relevant references must be given at the end of the paper, ordered alphabetically, and formatted as follows: author’s last name and initial, paper’s title in italics, publisher’s name, place and year of publication; when referencing a journal article the reference should be formatted as follows: author’s last name and initial, paper’s title in italics, journal’s title in quotations,  year of publication, volume issue, page range,

· references in the text must be marked by brackets and include the authors’ names and publication year, for example: [Walesiak 2002, p. 35], [Jajuga and Walesiak 2004, p. 350-352], [Jajuga, Walesiak and Bąk 2003].
2. Abstract in English should fit into a single, ninth page. The layout should be as follows:

· first and last name of the author(s) and their affiliation,
· the abstract will be published in the Statistical Review of the Polish Academy of Sciences as part of the conference proceedings,

· paper’s title and abstract in English (5-9 lines),

· key words in English (3-5 words).

3. The article along with the abstracts written in MS Word for Windows should be sent as a single file by e-mail before the deadline of October 16, 2011 to the address of:

Please note that you SHOULD NOT consider the article accepted until you receive the confirmation that it has been delivered.

4. Following a positive review the article will be published in the Research Papers of Wrocław University of Economics, in the Taxonomy publication series. 
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Conference submissions

Submission should be sent by April 15, 2011 with the paper’s title, abstract, and all relevant information (name, academic title, name and address of the institution) to the following e-mail address: skad2011@up.poznan.pl
The single page abstract should contain the main objective, applied methods, used approaches or algorithms, and identify the paper’s originality. Then should follow two strictly relevant references, and finally the subject area of the paper. 

The Scientific Committee will conduct preliminary revision of the papers to make the program of the plenary and poster sessions. The principal criterion for the assignment will be the paper’s quality and consistency with the conference’s subject area. The results will be communicated via e-mail by April 30, 2011. Moreover, the list of papers qualified for plenary sessions and poster session will be published on the website of the Conference:
